Nature of Work
This part-time temporary position reports directly to the Assistant Director of Health Promotion and Basic Needs within the Wellness and Recreation Services Department. This position also works collaboratively with our external partnerships, including Food Bank of the Rockies, Hearty, and Hyperion Wholesale. In conjunction with the Food Access Graduate Assistant and the Assistant Director of Health Promotion & Basic Needs, the Driver + Restocker is responsible for safely and responsibility driving to and from external partners to pick up food, select food, and restock food and other supplies at Milo’s Market. This position requires the ability to work autonomously, establish a good rapport with external partners, maintain a high level of timeliness and efficiency, and perform consistent physical labor. 
This position is responsible for supporting the daily operations and needs of Milo’s Market, CU Denver’s free grocery store for all students, staff, and faculty. They will collaborate with the Basic Needs Team and other professional and student staff within Wellness & Recreation Services, throughout campus, and all around the greater Denver area.

Primary Duties
· Drive the Wellness and Recreation Services vehicle to pick up food orders from internal and external partners, including Food Bank of the Rockies, Einstein’s Bagels, Dining Halls on campus, and more. 
· Oversee weekly visits to the Fresh Foods Market. This includes driving to Food Bank of the Rockies, selecting free foods for Milo’s Market, loading food into the suburban van, delivering food to Milo’s Market, and restocking the market and storage.
· Maintain the organization of the Market’s food storage
· Restock the market with appropriate foods according to need, food available throughout the week, expiration dates, etc.
· Represent the university to the local community through maintaining partnerships with local and state constituents
· Support the Food Access Graduate Assistant with Milo's Market operational needs
