Academic Integrity Policy as related to ChatGPT/Al

e Shanna talks about academic integrity as related to ChatGPT/Al.

e Shanna asked: Have you faced any difficulties with chatGPA used by students?

e Jeff: I have not used chatGPA yet, still exploring

e Chris: | will explore more in the summer.

e Dennis: We have held several discussion sessions about ChatGPT.

e Matt: Architecture courses have not been impacted much.

e Jing: My intermediate financial accounting course has not been impacted much.
However, other courses which include case writing are impacted. Some students did ask
ChatGPT to write cases for them. It is hard for professors to detect whether ChatGPT
has been used by students.

e Wendy: How to implement ChatGPT in the class in the right way? Maybe we can add
something in the syllabus about classroom policy regarding ChatGPT.

e Kaiya: What surveillance tools are available to detect Al-related cheating? We need
more guidance about how those tools do their work and whether there is any equity
issue.

e Shanna: We are still in the process of figuring out how to effectively use ChatGPT in
education. One way to catch cheating using chatGPT is to look at references. Depending
on the nature of the course, some faculty can use ChatGPT to improve teaching
efficiency. There will be more detection softwares available.

e Jeff: ChatGPT can not analyze students’ data, but can help students improving writing
the paper such as abstract.

e Matt: Some students can use ChatGPT to write codes for Python. ChatGPT is very good
at writing codes.

e Shanna: ChatGPT can come up with detailed business plan.
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e Shanna: How does ChatGPT affect academic integrity? ChatGPT is the same as using
Chegg or asking others to do the work. The challenge is faculty discretion. Some faculty
may not feel comfortable about turning in students using ChatGPT. Is there any training
for faculty to detect cheating using ChatGPT?

e Wendy: Faculty should specify in the syllabus about what tools can be used in their
assignments.

e Dennis: There are so many issues about detecting software, such as privacy issue,
different definition of plagiarism.

o Jeff: There will be lots of work for instructors to modify assignments. Plus that the Al
technology is constantly evolving.

e Chris: If | assigned a paper to student, how does the detection software work?

What will happen later in the second round or
more rounds of cuts? Will there be an impact on faculty teaching load?

Dennis: Some deans are not doing what they have been assigned to do.

Matt: Is there a way for faculty to be proactively involved?

Jeff: There is a web form where you can share your ideas. | know that someone reads all
of those and responds to them.

Wendy: There is a lack of communication. Most of the cuts are on instructional side, not
much on the administration side.

Christopher: Is there way to check the timeline of the cuts?

Dennis: some proposals were rejected because some line items could negatively affect
faculty and students. Most of the cuts are instructional.

Matt: CAP lost three lines in the one of the fast-growing program. The ratio of students
to full-time faculty is not even close to national average.

Wendy: we have not heard any responses about administrative salaries. If the cuts are
all on instructional site, it is counter to the mission of the school.

Matt: Does this help with retention?
Wendy: There are many limitations in how to implement CORE policies. It does not
apply to everyone. Wendy will follow-up with Beth Meyers to schedule another
conversation.

Jeff: there are places where you can ask questions/provide suggestions about budget
issues.
Christopher: are changes in course load permanent?
Jeff: there are suggestions about moving non-research active tenure track professors
to 2-3 teaching load.

No discussion about
changing course load.

Wendy: Cuts are made mostly on the instruction side. We should not make cuts that
impact teaching quality.

administration.

Wendy: We may need to hire external auditor to check on the university’s financial
situation.

All committee members agreed that students should not be allowed to withdraw from the
course if they are alleged of academic misconduct.

Jing: Add language that students will be allowed to withdraw if they are found not responsible.
Jeff: There is an internal report that is separately from education record. There should be
detailed policy about under what situation the misconduct will be in internal report, or in
education record.

Christopher: Violations should not go on education record if it is the first-time. Department
chair or supervisor should discuss with students about potential consequences of misconduct.
Rachel and Matt: We need clear definition on low and medium level of misconduct.

Wendy: How often are students reported to academic misconduct committee?

Matt: we need detailed/clear guideline on how students should be penalized based on the
severity level of the misconduct.

Jeff: Allow students to learn and correct their mistakes. Have informal conversation with
students before the formal report. Need formal policy to guide instructor.

Christopher: We need more support to faculty/instructor when dealing with potential academic
misconduct.

Wendy: A clear policy also reduce bias that instructors may have on students of color.
